Physician of Souls, a term used by John Chrysostom (4™ century), has
been long forgotten in the church and theological circles. It is a connective
term that links those who primarily tend the physical bodies of the suffering
to those who primarily tend the emotions or the psyche or the soul.

Jeanne Stevenson-Moessner retrieves, expands, and applies the term for
religious and spiritual leaders (lay and ordained) in their response to pain,
illness, moral injury, soul-wounding, and crisis. In offering mercy and
hospitality, you may be a physician of souls.
